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Dates: Unknown-1890 (reproductions of originals). 
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Scope & Content: This collection contains prints of artwork created by Sioux artists and displayed at 

the Milwaukee Public Museum, the first of its “Primitive Art Series.”  

 

Images depict riders and horses, battles, acts of bravery, horse capture, ghost dance shirts, trade, 

men and women. Artists used pen and ink and crayons on the pages of a ledger book. Each picture 

is identified with a title, but not all pictures are signed. An editor identified each image with a plate 

number, title, and the artist’s signature, listed at the bottom-center of the page. 

 

Excerpts from the “Sioux Indian Drawings” catalog book are also included. It should be noted that 

plate 3, “Crow surrenders his gun… Red Hawk,” and plate 13, “Kill three Crow… Holy Standing 

Buffalo,” while included in the list of plates in the catalog book, are not included in this collection. 

 

Organization: Prints are organized sequentially, according to plate number.
